when they used to be made in the U.S., but what isn’t. Anyway, to address the claim that the holes



are two small and you can’t get the coins in ... this is utterly ridiculous. As always, like in the 60’s,
you simply insert the coin at an angle and then push the other side down. So easy a child can do it. |
inserted 46 pennies last night, while in bed, watching TV, with my body twisted to the side accessing
my nightstand, in about 10 minutes, taking my sweet time. That about sums it up, except to say, if

you need a coin folder, Whitman has always done a real nice one.

The Lincoln plain folders do what they are designed to do. It allows me to organize my cents any
way | choose.

Nice that this was blank so we could label the slots where the other coin holder left off. The pennies
are harder to insert though. With just a tap from a small hammer (after placing something soft over

the coin) the coin fit fine in the slot.
